2- Streetcar Named Desire

Rare is a weak term to define the presence of a perfectly respected equality within a specific field. Since the beginning of civilizations, many movements have attempted to prove that they held the best political ideology for a better world for mankind. The people’s reactions toward those tendencies were not always positive and many groups of people have joined together in order to revolt against the injustice brought upon them by the state. The prejudice associated to diverse classes, within a same society, has played a determinant role in many revolutions. He goes to work every day in order to have a roof over his head, alcohol in his closet, and food on the table; while Blanche has access to all of it without raising a single finger. She acts like if she is the queen of the place only because she considers herself coming from a higher class than Stanley’s. However, Blanche was not a part of the cultural high class. The only thing she had were capitals which she lost simultaneously when she got expelled of her hometown due to her decadent and degrading behaviour. 
When Stanley found out that she has been pretending to be someone she was not, he made it clear to her that she would no longer be allowed to enjoy the commodity offered from the fruit of his labour. “Take a look at yourself here in a worn-out Mardi Gras outfit, rented for 50 cents from some rag-picker. And with a crazy crown on. Now what kind of a queen do you think you are? Do you know that I've been on to you from the start, and not once did you pull the wool over this boy's eyes? You come in here and you sprinkle the place with powder and you spray perfume and you stick a paper lantern over the light bulb - and, lo and behold, the place has turned to Egypt and you are the Queen of the Nile, sitting on your throne, swilling down my liquor. And do you know what I say? Ha ha! Do you hear me? Ha ha ha!” It is obvious that Stanley is revolting against Blanche’s influence which he now considers as pathetic. 
In conclusion, just like bourgeoisie ended up losing its prestige toward the common people due to a lack of ethic toward wealth equality, Blanche lost her position in the society due to a lack of ethic toward age disparity in sexual relationship. Class struggle has often been the protagonist in many revolutions which has brought many changes in the society. However, change is not always the best solution when it comes to equality’s matter.
